An apparatus and method for manipulating small dielectric
particles. The apparatus and method involves use of a
diffractive optical element which receives a laser beam and
forms a plurality of light beams. These light beams are
operated on by a telescope lens system and then an objective
lens element to create an array of optical traps for manipu-
lating small dielectric particles.
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
